At the end of last year 

an agreement was made with Cible, a 

communication specialist from the Liège 

area. 

One of the things that needed updating 

was our public website and now we are 

happy to announce the official launch of 

the new www.pga.be. 

Furthermore, it proved to be of a great 

necessity to also be present in written 

form, i.e. magazines.  Contacts have 

been made with the existing golf maga-

zines for more exposure, a new half-

yearly magazine will be launched at the 

end of this year and preparations are on 

the way for a PGA Pro Guide with empha-

sis on the individual PGA Pro.
